Show two ten frames. The first has two blue counters and six yellow counters. The second frame has two blue counters. How many counters are in the first frame? How many counters are in the second frame? How many more counters are in the first frame? Record, 8 is more than 2 by 6. Repeat with other numbers.

Less than

Use two ten frames. The first frame has one blue counter. The second frame has one blue counter and six yellow counters. How many counters are in the first frame/ How many counters are in the second frame? How many fewer counters are in the first frame? Record, 1 is less than 7 by 6. Repeat with other numbers.
English:

Wordsheet: a few rows each night.
Writing: Continue with your child can write a few lines of their news twice a week. 

There is a bit more to the phonics this week so we have not assigned the usual writing activity.

Spellings: continue with the unit each week. Check the meanings of words and encourage oral sentences with them as the week goes on.

Phonics: For phonics for the next few weeks, the children will be learning about magic ‘e’. The rule for magic ‘e’ is: it is at the end of a word and makes the vowel at the start say it’s name.

Pause the video and ask your child to read the word without the ‘e’ and then with the ‘e’. Can they see the difference?

Over the week, practice magic ‘e’ words everyday. This week is magic ‘e’ with ‘o’.

Play the video, only do a few words each day- explore the meanings with our without the ‘e’. Read the words. Think of more. 

Repetition is key here so revisit this everyday if possible. At the end of the week practise dictation with your child, call out a few magic ‘e’ with ‘o’ words for them to sound out and write down.

Children will explore objects that float and sink. (float, sink, dense, density, hollow)

Look up the story ‘Who sank the Boat?’ by Pamela Allen on Youtube. 

Ask;

Who do you think sank the boat?

What order did the animals get on the boat?

What happened when the animals got on?

Who sank the boat?

Experiment with items that sink and float in water, ask the children to predict what will happen?
