Senior Infants- Mrs. Brosnan and Ms. Downing  18th-22nd May
Maths
The children are now learning to estimate and measure capacity using non-standard units e.g. spoons, eggcups. They are learning to select and use appropriate non-standard units e.g. using a bucket instead of a spoon to fill a bath. Please encourage lots of hands on experience with concrete materials when exploring capacity. 

Maths book; pgs 99, 100 & 101 (Monday and Tuesday)

Vocab the children should be encouraged to use; full, empty, nearly full, nearly empty, more, less, estimate, guess, measure, fill, container, pour.

Concrete materials; jugs, basin, empty lunch box, eggcup, saucepan, spoons

Full/Empty

Show the children a selection of items that are nearly full/nearly empty, e.g. a cup filled with water, an empty cup, an empty bowl, a full box of toys. Ask if they are full or empty. Emphasise that full means full to the top.

Nearly Full/Nearly Empty

Show a selection of items that are nearly full/nearly empty.

More/Less

Show a 500ml plastic water bottle. What holds more than the plastic bottle (e.g. basin, swimming pool) 

What holds less than the plastic bottle (e.g. spoon, eggcup)?

Containers 

Using a variety of containers such as basin, cup, teaspoon. Ask questions: Which would you use to fill a bath? Why? Which would you use to fill an eggcup? Why?

Which holds more? How do you know?

Show similar sized- objects, e.g. two similar sized cups. Which holds more water? How can we know for sure? What will we use to measure how much water they hold? They select the appropriate non-standard unit e.g. eggcup. Then estimate how many eggcups of eater the cup will hold. The children measure how many eggcups the cups hold. Which cup holds more? How many more eggcups of water are in this cup?

Wednesday, Thursday and Friday.

The children are developing their problem-solving skills by constructing shapes and identifying missing pieces. They are using their number lines to work out sums. They are estimating the number of objects in a set and checking by counting. They are developing an understanding of the conservation of number and discovering different arrays of the same number by designing flags. They are also identifying numbers less than, more than and in between other numbers. 

Vocabulary the children should be encouraged to use; number line, guess, estimate, more, less, between, more than, less than, in between, greater than, less than.

Maths book; pgs 102, 103, 104 & 105

Number line work

Point to a number on the number line. Ask what number comes before/after/in between? What number comes between 7 and 9? What number comes between 2 and 4? Repeat with other numbers.

Ask your child to point to a number on the number line. Make three jumps. What number are they at now? Write the sum on a piece of paper; 5+3+1=9. Repeat with other numbers.   

Children use their number lines to work out sums, for example; 

There are three apples on one tree and four apples on the other tree. How many apples are there altogether?

There are two cows, three sheep and five pigs on a farm. How many animals are on the farm altogether?

Children use their number lines to complete the following sums, record the sums in Maths copy or a piece of paper.

2+1=        5+2=      4+5=       5+3=      6+4=           8+2=        3+6=      1+0=      7+2=     

More/less

Show a number on the ten frame. What is one more? What is one less?

English:

Core reader: The children do not have the next reader so it is available via a powerpoint on the school website. If you have difficulty accessing this, let us know.

Writing: Continue with your child can write a few lines of their news twice a week. 

There is a bit more to the phonics this week so we have not assigned the usual writing activity.

Spellings: continue with the unit each week. Check the meanings of words and encourage oral sentences with them as the week goes on.

Phonics: For phonics for the next few weeks, the children will be learning about magic ‘e’. The rule for magic ‘e’ is: it is at the end of a word and makes the vowel at the start say it’s name. For example: cape- you pronounce the ‘a’ for longer. If the e was not there it would be cap. This ‘a’ is short, where as when the e is there it is longer. A few more examples are on this video :

Pause the video and ask your child to read the word without the ‘e’ and then with the ‘e’. Can they see the difference?

Over the week, practice magic ‘e’ words everyday. This week is magic ‘e’ with ‘a’.

 Play the video, only do a few words each day- explore the meanings with our without the ‘e’. Read the words. Think of more. 

Repetition is key here so revisit this everyday if possible. At the end of the week practise dictation with your child, call out a few magic ‘e’ with ‘a’ words for them to sound out and write down.
Just Handwriting: continue this with two pages per week.

Geography 

The Local Natural Environment

Children are learning about water in the local environment; sea, canals, rivers, streams, lakes.
Ask the children about places where water is found. If you have a globe/map show the children and point out all the water that can be seen (71% of the Earths surface is covered in water)

Talk about;

The Sea

What is a beach? What things can you do at the seaside?

River

Ask if they can name a river near their home. 

What sports so people do on a river?

Explain a river starts with one little stream in the mountains, many streams join up together to make a river, which then flows into the sea. 

Stream

What is the difference between a river and a stream?

Where would you find a stream?

Lake

Show a map of Ireland and locate the lakes on it. 

Explain that a lake is surrounded by land. It is deeper and bigger than a pond and often surrounded by mountains. 

Canal

Explain that canals were built to move goods like goal, logs etc throughout the country before there were lorries. 

The boats that travel on them are called barges.
