Maths:
June 8th -12th 
Money; learning to recognise coins up to 20c and use coins up to 10c. Children are learning to exchange a number of coins for a single coin of equal value and vice versa. They are identifying how to spend the same amount of money in two different ways. 

Vocab the children should be encouraged to use; cost, price, cheap/expensive, change, too much/little.

Maths Book; pgs 114, 115, 116, 117

At Home Book; pg 35

Vertical Addition

I bought a sweet for 3c and a chocolate bar for 7c. How much money did I spend? Write this sum vertically on a piece of paper:

  3c

+ 7c

  10c

Repeat with other problems.

The children can use their number lines.

Role Play Shop

Take turns to play a shopkeeper and customer. Children select an item to buy and the correct coins to use. Shopkeeper gives back appropriate change. 

Coin work (1c, 2c, 5c, 10c)

Write the following sums on a piece of paper:

5c+2c+1c=             3c+3c+3c=          2c+3c+4c=         3c+2c+2c=

Children use the coins to show their answer. Recognise that we could use a 10 c coin or we might use two 5c coins. 

June 15th-19th 

Children are exploring patterns to discover different arrays of the same number. They are learning about odd and even numbers. Beginning to read time in one-hour intervals. 

Maths Book; pgs 118, 119, 120, 121 (Monday and Tuesday)
At Home Book; pg 36

Vocab the children should be encouraged to use; pattern, odd, even, o’clock, hour, hand, first, second, third, before, after, next.

Patterns

Create a colour pattern and ask your child to continue the pattern. 

Odd and even numbers rhyme

0, 2, 4, 6 and 8,

Even numbers, they are great!

1, 3, 5, 7, 9,

I love odd numbers all the time!

What time is it?

Show a clock to the children. Point to the hands of the clock. Short hand shows the hour and long hand shows the minutes. Talk through a few examples. Ask the children what time is it? Talk about different events throughout the day- what time do you have breakfast? Go to school? Eat lunch? Eat dinner? Go to bed?

O’Clock Rhyme

(Sung to the tune of ‘The Wheels on the Bus’) 

When the big hand’s on the 12 it’s o’clock, o’clock, o’clock.

When the big hand’s on the 12 it’s o’clock, all day long.

June 22nd-26th 

Children are learning to partition/break up a given number into two component parts and to solve word problems using their number line. Also learning to represent and interpret data in block graph.

Vocab the children should be encouraged to use; key, more, less, altogether, January, February etc,
