Supervision Policy

In St. John’s N.S. we make every effort to ensure that the children given into our care are adequately supervised. Deputy Principal Órnait Ní Loingsigh is responsible for drawing up and updating the Supervision Rota which is on display in the Staff Room. During Break times (11.00 - 11.10a.m. and 12.45 - 1.15p.m.) four teachers supervise the yard.  In the event of a planned absence teachers arrange with another teacher on the rota to swap supervision duties. 

The Board of Management does not accept responsibility for children before or after school. However, in an effort to facilitate pupils who travel by bus and to ensure a safe assembly for all pupils, supervision is in place from 9.10a.m. to 9.20a.m. and not before. Pupils assemble in designated lines in the school play area. Please note, access to this assembly area is via the path from set down area only. On wet mornings pupils will be allowed assemble in the school hall from 9.10a.m. Parents are informed of this policy in written form through the school newsletter.
Dry Day procedures for Yard Supervision:

1. Teacher on break-time/ lunch-time duty will take his/ her break immediately before or after break times.
2. The class of the teacher on duty will be supervised by the designated partner teacher while they are taking their break. 
3. At 11.00a.m and 12.45p.m. the children hear a bell and proceed to line up to go to the yard. Class teacher ensures that children go to the yard in an orderly fashion.

4. From 11.00-11.10a.m. and 12.45-1.15p.m. the children are supervised by the teachers on duty. Accidents which occur during this time are dealt with according to our accident procedure (see Health and Safety Policy).

5. At 1.15p.m. the teacher rings the bell where upon all class groupings assemble in an orderly line. The bell then rings for a second time and the class should be quiet. 
6. Teachers on duty will accompany classes back to their classrooms.
Wet Day Supervision procedures:

On wet days when children do not go out the teacher on supervise the pupils in 
their classroom.

Pupils must remain seated during wet day supervision.
Accidents during Yard time: - see accident procedures ‘Safety Statement’.
A written note giving details of how an accident occurred and was dealt with is recorded in our Accident Book, which is kept in the school office.
